
‘TOPES FALL IN GAME TWO HEARTBREAKER 8-6: The Albuquerque Isotopes entered the ninth inning with a three 
run lead, only to watch it disappear as the Memphis Redbirds plated fi ve runs to overcome the ‘Topes 8-6 Thursday night at 
Isotopes Park.  With a three run cushion heading into the fi nal frame, Albuquerque brought in closer Scott Strickland, who 
immediately gave up back-to-back singles and a walk to load the bases with nobody out.  Jarrett Hoffpauir grounded back to 
Strickland, who knocked down the ball and fi red home for the force-out before coaxing David Freese into a pop-out in foul ter-
ritory for two quick outs.  The third would prove elusive, as Mark Hamilton roped a single to right that scored two and brought 
Memphis back to within 6-5.  Allen Craig then tied the game at 6-6 with a base knock that simultaneously ended Strickland’s 
night.  That brought on Cory Wade, who surrendered a double to Brandon Yarbrough that scored two more and gave Memphis 
an improbable 8-6 lead.   That put the game in the hands of Pete Parise, who closed out Albuquerque in order in the ninth to 
seal the game two victory.  It turned out to be a night of missed chances for the Isotopes, who left 13 runners on base, including 
leaving the bases loaded three times.  With the game knotted at 3-3 in the sixth, the ‘Topes surged ahead thanks to a solo homer 
by Xavier Paul and an RBI double by Hector Luna to grab a 5-3 edge.  One inning later, Jamie Hoffmann scored on a wild 
pitch to give Albuquerque a 6-3 that proved to be short lived.   

MUST WIN FOR CORCY: Tim Corcoran takes the mound in tonight’s 
must win game coming off his most dominant outing of the season.  On 
September 5, the right-hander allowed the Iowa Cubs just one run on three 
hits in seven strong innings while walking just two and striking out seven 
to claim his second win of the season.  The outing, which was in Des 
Moines, continued a trend in which Corcoran has been superb on the road.   
In two starts away from Albuquerque, he is 1-0 with a 2.25 ERA (3 ER / 
12.0).  Corcoran also has two total wins in six games (fi ve starts) with the 
‘Topes, one of which came against Memphis at Isotopes Park on August 26 
when he allowed the ‘Birds just two runs on two hits in fi ve innings while 
fanning a season-high eight in a 6-2 ‘Topes win.    

THREE’S A CHARM: To keep their post-season hopes alive, Albu-
querque will have to win three straight games on the road, something the 
team has accomplished this season on fi ve previous occasions, including a 
season-high four-game winning streak in Las Vegas and Reno from August 
17-20.  In their last 17 games away from the ‘Querq, the ‘Topes are 12-5.                

BEEN THERE, DONE THAT:  The last team in the PCL to erase a 2-0 
defi cit to win a post-season series was the Sacramento River Cats in 2007, 
who overcame a two-game hole against the Salt Lake Bees to win that 
season’s Pacifi c Conference Finals en route to a PCL Championship.  As if 
merely being down 2-0 was not enough, the Cats overcame the momentum 
Salt Lake generated by virtue of having both their victories be walk-offs.  
One member of that team was current ‘Topes catcher J.D. Closser.      

DEWITT DELIGHTFUL: Infi elder Blake DeWitt continues to have an 
excellent playoff run, going 3-for-8 with two runs, a double, and an RBI in 
the series’ fi rst two games. His performance in the playoffs is serving as a 
mere extension of his torrid hitting against Memphis all season.  In 12 total 
games against the ‘Birds this year, DeWitt is batting .367 (18x49), with 12 
runs, four doubles, two homers, and eight RBI.

TODAY’S START:  Tim Corcoran takes the mound in a must-win situation coming 
off his most dominating appearance of the season.  On September 5 in Iowa, Corcoran 
allowed the Cubs just one run on three hits in seven innings while walking two and strik-
ing out seven in an 8-3 Isotopes win.   

Earned his fi rst victory as an Isotope on August 26 vs. Memphis when he allowed two 
runs on two hits while walking one and striking out eight in a 6-2 Isotopes win. 

Had a whirlwind Isotopes debut on August 12.  After getting the call to join Albuquerque 
on August 11, Corcoran set out by bus at 2:00 AM for Nashville so that he could make a 
fl ight and arrive in Albuquerque in time to start at 12:05 PM.  Corcoran arrived having 
not gotten any sleep and tossed three strong inning before running out of gas and into 
trouble in the fourth.  After three scoreless frames, the right-hander yielded fi ve runs in 
the fourth, all with two outs, ending his long day with 3.2 innings-pitched with fi ve runs 
on six hits while walking two and striking out three in a game eventually won by the 
‘Topes 8-5.   

Spent majority of the season at Double-A Chattanooga, where he bounced between the 
rotation and the bullpen. Went 2-3 with a save and 6.10 ERA (21 ER / 31.0 IP) in 20 
games as a reliever, 2-4 with a 4.99 ERA (22 ER / 48.0 IP) in eight starts.  

Earned the win and pitched a season-high six innings on July 30 at Carolina, allowing 
just one run on eight hits while walking one and striking out four.  

Got his fi rst win of the season on May 18 in the second game of a doubleheader at Ten-
nessee after becoming the pitcher of record in the top of the seventh in a walk-off 5-4 
Chattanooga win.  Fanned a season-high seven in fi ve innings in a win at West Tenn, in 
which he tossed fi ve shutout innings in a 2-0 Lookouts win.   

Started the season making four straight starts, going 0-2 with a 5.95 ERA before being 
moved to the bullpen on May 9.   Earned his only save of the season on May 14 at 
Huntsville after pitching a scoreless ninth in an 8-5 Lookouts win. 

2008: Made three stops in the Florida Marlins organization, Single-A Jupiter, Double-A 
Carolina, and Triple-A Albuquerque, after missing two months with a bone spur in his 
right elbow… initially slated to join the Isotopes out of Spring Training until injury 
sidelined him in March… appeared in three games for Jupiter in his fi rst action of the 
year beginning on June 17 and saw action in just 3.1 innings… transferred to Carolina 
on June 20 and appeared in 13 games (seven starts) for the Mudcats, going 4-2 with a 
4.54 ERA… earned victories in three straight appearances from July 26 to August 3… 
transferred to Albuquerque on August 18 and made three appearances (two starts) for the 
‘Topes to fi nish out the season, posting a 4.50 ERA... signed with the Dodgers after an 
open tryout on March 1.     

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: Made nine appearances with Tampa in 2007, going 0-0 with 
6.75 ERA... was recalled May 8 from Triple-A Durham... tossed a career-high 5.1 relief 
innings May 18 vs. Florida, matching the fourth-longest relief outing in Rays history... 
was the longest relief appearance by a Ray since John Halama worked 5.1 on May 12, 
2004, against Texas... was placed on the disabled list June 12 with a right elbow strain... 
reinstated August 6 and was optioned to Double-A Montgomery.

Split 2006 season between Triple-A Durham and Tampa Bay.... posted a 5-9 record with 
a 4.38 ERA in 21 games (16 starts) for the Rays... among AL rookie starters, his ERA 
ranked sixth-best, his 90.1 IP were 10th most and his .271 opponent’s batting average 
was seventh-best... earned his fi rst Major League win in his fi rst start June 24 at home 
vs. Atlanta... won his fi rst three starts and his fi rst four decisions overall becoming only 
the second Rays’ pitcher ever to begin his major league career 4-0 (James Shields also 
did it earlier in 2006)

PERSONAL/MISCELLANEOUS: Timothy Hugh Corcoran... graduated from Jackson 
(LA) High School... played college ball at Mississippi Gulf Coast Community College 
under head coach Cooper Farris... younger brother Roy signed as a non-drafted free 
agent by the Montreal Expos in 2001 and played for the Isotopes in 2007, leading the 
team with 15 saves... Roy currently pitches for Round Rock.
