ALVARADO AWESOME AS ‘“TOPES DOWN CUBS 5-1: Starting pitcher Giancarlo Alvarado tossed six shutout innings to lead the Al-
buquerque Isotopes to a 5-1 win over the lowa Cubs Friday night at Principal Park. Making his last regular season start before the playoffs,
Alvarado allowed just three hits through his six strong frames while walking two and striking out five en route to his 13th win of the sea-
son, tying a team record. While Alvarado was dominant on the mound, Tony Abreu was excellent at the plate, putting the Isotopes on the
board in the top of the third with a two-run homer to give Albuquerque a quick 2-0 lead. The “Topes came calling for more in the fourth
when Hector Luna led off the inning by reaching on throwing error by third baseman Nate Spears and scampering to third on a single by
J.D. Closser. With runners on the corners and just one down, Sergio Garcia roped a double to left, scoring Luna from third and Closser all
the way from first to help Albuquerque double the advantage to 4-0. Finally, Abreu put the cap on the Isotopes scoring in the fifth, leading
off with a double and trotting home on a single by Mitch Jones to put the “Topes up 5-0. lowa would attempt one last rally in the bottom of
the ninth when Matt Craig singled, moved to second on defensive indifference, and scored on a double by Brad Snyder to trim the lead to
5-1, but reliever Dwayne Pollok coaxed two straight groundouts to preserve the 5-1 win.

CORCORAN COMMAND: Tim Corcoran makes the start looking to continue a string of solid performances. After getting a win on
August 26 vs. Memphis, allowing two runs on a mere two hits while fanning a season-high eight, the right-hander turned in a quality start
on August 31, yielding three earned runs on seven hits in six innings of a game the Isotopes won 6-4, although Corcoran was not around
for the decision. In those two outings, Corcoran’s combined ERA is 4.09 and his season earned run average has been reduced from 7.59 on
August 22 to 5.82 now.

JUST WIN, BABY: With last night’s win, the Isotopes have equaled a franchise record for wins in a season with 78, originally set in 2005.
With one more win in lowa, the ‘Topes would also equal a record for road wins in a season with 37, tying a mark also set first in 2005. At
the close of last homestand, Albuquerque established a new mark for home wins in a single season with 42, surpassing the previous mark
of 41 set in 2005 and again in 2007.

ON THE VAN SLYKE: Today the ‘Topes welcome outfielder Scott Van Slyke, who is making his Triple-A debut after an exceptional year
in Single-A Inland Empire. The young outfielder posted a .294 (146x496) average
in 132 games with 75 runs, 42 doubles, four triples, 23 homers, and 100 RBI. His
42 two-baggers were fifth in the California League and he ranked tied for third

in RBI while also becoming the only Cal League player this year to rack up five
hits in a game twice. His skills shouldn’t come as too much of a surprise since
baseball is in his genes. Van Slyke is the son of 13-year Major Leaguer, and cur-
rent Detroit Tigers first base coach, Andy Van Slyke. To make room for Van Slyke Date Site
on the roster, the Isotopes put catcher Ryan Arp on the DL.

TODAY’S START: Tim Corcoran makes the start after a no-decision on August 31 vs.
Round Rock at Isotopes Park when he allowed four runs, three earned, on a season-high
seven hits while walking two and striking out four in a 6-4 ‘Topes win.

Earned his first victory as an Isotope on August 26 vs. Memphis when he allowed two
runs on two hits while walking one and striking out eight in a 6-2 Isotopes win.

Had a whirlwind Isotopes debut on August 12. After getting the call to join Albuquerque
on August 11, Corcoran set out by bus at 2:00 AM for Nashville so that he could make a
flight and arrive in Albuquerque in time to start at 12:05 PM. Corcoran arrived having
not gotten any sleep and tossed three strong inning before running out of gas and into
trouble in the fourth. After three scoreless frames, the right-hander yielded five runs in
the fourth, all with two outs, ending his long day with 3.2 innings-pitched with five runs
on six hits while walking two and striking out three in a game eventually won by the
“Topes 8-5.

Spent majority of the season at Double-A Chattanooga, where he bounced between the
rotation and the bullpen. Went 2-3 with a save and 6.10 ERA (21 ER / 31.0 IP) in 20
games as a reliever, 2-4 with a 4.99 ERA (22 ER / 48.0 IP) in eight starts.

Earned the win and pitched a season-high six innings on July 30 at Carolina, allowing
just one run on eight hits while walking one and striking out four.

Got his first win of the season on May 18 in the second game of a doubleheader at Ten-
nessee after becoming the pitcher of record in the top of the seventh in a walk-off 5-4
Chattanooga win. Fanned a season-high seven in five innings in a win at West Tenn, in
which he tossed five shutout innings in a 2-0 Lookouts win.

Started the season making four straight starts, going 0-2 with a 5.95 ERA before being
moved to the bullpen on May 9. Earned his only save of the season on May 14 at
Huntsville after pitching a scoreless ninth in an 8-5 Lookouts win.

2008: Made three stops in the Florida Marlins organization, Single-A Jupiter, Double-A
Carolina, and Triple-A Albuquerque, after missing two months with a bone spur in his
right elbow... initially slated to join the Isotopes out of Spring Training until injury
sidelined him in March... appeared in three games for Jupiter in his first action of the
year beginning on June 17 and saw action in just 3.1 innings... transferred to Carolina
on June 20 and appeared in 13 games (seven starts) for the Mudcats, going 4-2 with a
4.54 ERA... earned victories in three straight appearances from July 26 to August 3...
transferred to Albuquerque on August 18 and made three appearances (two starts) for the
“Topes to finish out the season, posting a 4.50 ERA.... signed with the Dodgers after an
open tryout on March 1.

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: Made nine appearances with Tampa in 2007, going 0-0 with
6.75 ERA... was recalled May 8 from Triple-A Durham... tossed a career-high 5.1 relief
innings May 18 vs. Florida, matching the fourth-longest relief outing in Rays history...
was the longest relief appearance by a Ray since John Halama worked 5.1 on May 12,
2004, against Texas... was placed on the disabled list June 12 with a right elbow strain...
reinstated August 6 and was optioned to Double-A Montgomery.

Split 2006 season between Triple-A Durham and Tampa Bay.... posted a 5-9 record with
a4.38 ERA in 21 games (16 starts) for the Rays... among AL rookie starters, his ERA
ranked sixth-best, his 90.1 IP were 10th most and his .271 opponent’s batting average
was seventh-best... earned his first Major League win in his first start June 24 at home
vs. Atlanta... won his first three starts and his first four decisions overall becoming only
the second Rays’ pitcher ever to begin his major league career 4-0 (James Shields also
did it earlier in 2006)

PERSONAL/MISCELLANEOQOUS: Timothy Hugh Corcoran... graduated from Jackson
(LA) High School... played college ball at Mississippi Gulf Coast Community College
under head coach Cooper Farris... younger brother Roy signed as a non-drafted free
agent by the Montreal Expos in 2001 and played for the Isotopes in 2007, leading the
team with 15 saves... Roy currently pitches for Round Rock.
