
‘TOPES OVERWHELM OMAHA 10-6: Infielder Justin Sellers hammered a pair of home runs to help lead another Albuquerque 
Isotopes offensive onslaught, propelling the ‘Topes to a 10-6 win over the Omaha Storm Chasers Friday night at Isotopes Park.  After 
Omaha plated a run in the top of the first inning, the ‘Topes responded immediately with four of their own in the bottom half of the frame.  
With runners on the corners with nobody out, Major League rehabbing outfielder Jay Gibbons smoked a line drive up the middle, plating 
Dee Gordon and knotting the game at 1-1.  John Lindsey followed with a single of his own, scoring Sellers and giving the Isotopes a 2-1 
lead.  After a walk and a bases-loaded double-play sent home another run, Jerry Sands smacked a double to left, sending home Lindsey and 
putting Albuquerque on top 4-1.  The Isotopes threatened to blow the game wide open thanks to Sellers, who smashed a two-run homer to 
left that gave the home team a 6-1 cushion after just two frames.  Omaha stormed back with three in the third and one in the fourth to draw 
within 6-5, but again Sellers stepped up with some much-needed insurance, depositing the first pitch he saw over the wall in left to increase 
the Isotopes advantage to 7-5. The Chasers again inched back with a run in the fifth, but the ‘Topes put the game away with a bizarre sixth 
in which three runs scored without the benefit of a hit.  With the bases loaded thanks to a walk, an error, and an intentional walk, Lindsey 
was hit by a pitch from Omaha reliever Luis Mendoza, forcing home J.D. Closser and padding the lead to 8-6.  Mendoza’s wildness con-
tinued with Trent Oeltjen at the plate, as the Isotopes outfielder drew a bases-loaded walk, sending home Gordon and increasing the lead 
to 9-6 ‘Topes.  Finally, Russ Mitchell grounded into an RBI fielder’s choice that chased home Jay Gibbons and extended the advantage to 
10-6.   

THE KEIS TO VICTORY:  Veteran left-hander Randy Keisler makes his first start for the Isotopes and his first in affiliated baseball 
since 2008.  After spending 2009 with the Southern Maryland Blue Crabs in the independent Atlantic League, Keisler split the 2010 season 
between Laguna in the Mexican League, the Pensacola Pelicans of the independent American Association, and Long Island in the indepen-
dent Atlantic League.  Keisler is no stranger to the Major Leagues, having come up in the Yankees system and seeing time with New York 
in 2000 and 2001.  He also has played for San Diego, Cincinnati, Oakland, and St. Louis, logging 55 Big League appearances, 20 of them 
starts. 

THE PEN IS MIGHTIER: In two games, the Isotopes bullpen has been excellent, allowing just one run on seven hits in 8.2 innings of 
work (an ERA of 1.03) while striking out six.  Ramon Troncoso epitomized the 
bullpen’s dominance last night, allowing just one hit in three scoreless frames in 
which he walked none and struck out two to claim his first victory of the season 
and first win by a ‘Topes reliever in 2011.   
  
SUPER SELLS: Last year, Justin Sellers found his power stroke, hitting a career-
high 14 homers.  Last night, the infielder showed that 2010 was not an aberration, 
hitting two homers in one game for the first time in his nine-year pro career and 
becoming the first ‘Topes hitter to leave the yard in 2011. Dating back to last year, 
Sellers has belted five home runs in his last 13 games in an Isotopes uniform.        

HOT START: With last night’s win, the Isotopes have now started a season 2-0 
for just the fourth time in the nine-year history of the club, having also won their 
first two games of the 2003 and 2007 seasons (on both occasions, the Isotopes lost 
their next game).  The team’s best start occurred in 2005, when Albuquerque won 
its first seven games of the campaign. 

BLUE WEEKENDS: Beginning this season, the Isotopes will wear their popular 
blue uniforms on both Saturday and Sunday games at Isotopes Park.  Since the 
uniforms were introduced in 2009, the ‘Topes are 14-7 in Dodger blue, including a 
dominating 9-1 in the blue threads last year.   

HUGE HOMESTAND ROLLS ON:  The Isotopes’ season-opening homestand 
continues with more huge giveaways and great promotions.  Today, the first 1,500 
kids ages 12 and under will get a youth replica jersey and tomorrow the team rolls 
out its annual Salute to Public Safety Day!  Don’t forget on Monday, the Isotopes 
will have their first of three 50-Cent Hot Dog nights!

TODAY’S START:  Left-hander Randy Keisler makes his first start of the 
season after signing a minor league contract with the Dodgers out of an open 
tryout at Spring Training on March 3.

2010: Split the season between two independent league teams and Laguna of 
the Mexican League... was 3-3 with a 3.98 ERA (19 ER / 43.0 IP) in seven 
starts for Laguna... pitched for Pensacola in the independent American Asso-
ciation, going 1-1 with a 4.91 ERA (6 ER / 11.0 IP) in two starts... also spent 
time with Long Island in the independent Atlanic League, going 5-0 with a 
3.65 ERA (20 ER 49.1 IP) in eight starts... struck out 43 while walking just 
18 in 49.1 innings with the Ducks.  

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: Pitched for Southern Maryland in the independ-
net Atlantic League in 2009, going 2-2 with a 6.89 ERA (24 ER / 31.1 IP) in 
six starts. 

Signed a Minor League contract with the Minnesota Twins on January 11, 
2008 but was released during Spring Training... signed on the Cubs and 
began the season with Triple-A Iowa, going 4-6 with a 3.14 ERA (23 ER / 
66.0 IP) in 12 games (11 starts)... fanned 65 while walking 26 and allowed 
just four home runs in 66 innings... opted out of his contract on June 10 and 
was signed by Baltimore.. went 2-3 with a 5.25 ERA (28 ER / 48.0 IP) in 10 
games (nine starts) for Triple-A Norfolk... went a combined 6-9 with a 4.03 
ERA in 20 starts between both Triple-A teams. 

Began the 2007 season at Triple-A Memphis and was recalled to the St. Louis 
Cardinals on April 9... made four appearances, three starts, for St. Louis be-
fore being optioned on April 27... was 5-1 with a 2.52 ERA (11 ER / 39.1 IP) 
in six starts from June 10 to July 5... tossed six-plus innings on 16 consecu-
tive starts from June 10 to September 2... recalled on July 27 but optioned 
again on July 31... outrighted to Memphis on September 6. 

Starte the 2006 season at Triple-A Sacramento... won three consecutive starts, 
going 3-0 with a 0.50 ERA (1 ER / 18.0 IP) from April 22 to May 2... contract 
was selected on May 12 and made 11 relief appearances with the A’s before 
being optioned on June 9... had a four-game winning streak from July 4 to 
August 11... recalled on July 26 and optioned again on July 28... outrighted to 
Sacramento on August 8. 

In 2005, began the season at Triple-A Louisville... named International 
Pitcher of the Week from April 18 to April 24... had his contract selected on 
May 23 and appeared in 24 games (four starts) for the Reds... was 2-0 with a 
1.93 ERA (3 ER / 14.0 IP) in four appearances from May 24 to June 7... had 
career-high six strikeouts  and homered off Mark Hendrickson for first Major 
League home run on June 7 vs. Tampa Bay... placed on Disabled List with 
left elbow inflammation from June 20 to July 15... did not allow a run in five 
of seven appearances from August 19 to September 20. 

PERSONAL/MISCELLANEOUS: Randy Dean Keisler... was a 1994 
graduate of Palmer (TX) High School after attending Navasota (TX) High 
School prior to his senior year... attended Louisiana State University and was 
named to the All-Southeastern Conference College World Series Team as a 
junior.. spent his first two collegiate seasons at Navarro (TX) Junior College...  
drafted by New York (AL) in the second round of the 1998 draft.
