
EXPRESS EDGES ‘TOPES, 3-2: A superb pitching performance from right-hander Mike Parisi was all for naught, as the Albuquerque Isotopes 
could only muster two runs in a 3-2 defeat to the Round Rock Express Sunday evening at The Dell Diamond.  Albuquerque got on the board first, 
scoring a run in the top of the opening frame.  Ivan De Jesus Jr. and Joe Becker led off the game with back-to-back singles before Jay Gibbons 
drew a walk to load the bases with nobody out.  Jerry Sands then lifted a sacrifice fly to right, plating De Jesus and giving the ‘Topes a 1-0 lead.  
Round Rock answered immediately in the bottom of the first on a sacrifice fly by Chad Tracy to knot the game at 1-1 before breaking the dead-
lock in the bottom of the third in a rally ignited by a two-out double from Tracy.  After scampering to third on a Joey Butler single, Tracy scored 
on a wild pitch by Parisi to give the home team a 2-1 edge.  That advantage would swell to 3-1 in the fifth on a two-out solo homer by Nelson.  
That proved to be the only mistakes in an otherwise excellent outing from Parisi (6-2), who tossed seven innings, allowing three runs on eight 
hits while walking two and striking out three for his fifth straight quality start.  In taking a hard-luck defeat, however, Parisi saw his five-game 
winning streak snapped, suffering his first defeat since July 29.  Still, the ‘Topes tried to mount a comeback on Express starter Zach Jackson in 
the top of the ninth, when John Lindsey crushed a lead-off homer into the teeth of a wind gusting up to 40 miles per hour to bring Albuquerque 
back to within a run a 3-2.  Jackson shrugged off the long ball and retired the next three Isotopes in order to seal the 3-2 complete-game win.  

CLOSING IT OUT WITH KEIS: Lefty Randy Keisler makes the final start by an Isotope this season and comes in riding a pair of back-to-
back dominating starts.  After tossing seven scoreless innings against Round Rock at Isotopes Park on August 26, Keisler followed it up with six 
shutout innings at Memphis in his next start five days later, allowing just five hits while walking one and striking four.  Those two starts com-
bined with a scoreless inning at the end of his start on August 21 and Keisler has not allowed a run in 14.0 consecutive innings.  The franchise 
record for consecutive scoreless innings by a starter is 20.0, set by lefty Renyel Pinto in from April 16 to May 7, 2006.  Keisler, a Texas native, 
has also piled up zeroes against the Round Rock Express.  In two starts against the Express this year, the south-paw is 2-0 and has not allowed a 
run in 13.0 innings vs. Round Rock. 

END OF THE ROAD: The Albuquerque Isotopes close out their ninth season today looking to end the year on a winning note and avoid their 
second series sweep of the season (the last time the ‘Topes were swept was in Iowa on June 25-28). With a record of 70-73, the Isotopes are guar-
anteed a losing record for just the fourth time in team history and are trying to hold off New Orleans and finish the season in second place in the 
PCL’s American Southern Division.  In team history, the ‘Topes have never finished third and have only ended the year lower than first or second 
just twice.  In 2004 and 2006, Albuquerque finished fourth in the division.    

CASE OF THE MONDAYS: The ‘Topes hope that a holiday Monday breaks their 
current streak of tough Mondays.  Albuquerque has fallen in eight of its last nine 
games played on Monday and overall, the Isotopes have a record of 10-11 on that 
particular day of the week.   

PLAYOFFS?!?  PLAYOFFS?!?: With all due respect to Jim Mora, while the 
Isotopes and their parent club the Los Angeles Dodgers won’t be playing in the post-
season this year, the Dodgers organization will be well represented in playoff play 
throughout Minor League Baseball.  The Double-A Chattanooga Lookouts are cham-
pions of their division in the Southern League and will start their playoff series against 
the Tennessee Smokies (Chicago Cubs) this week.  Single-A Rancho Cucamonga has 
dominated its division all year long and has earned a first-round bye in the California 
League playoffs.  Great Lakes will just finish short of the Midwest League playoffs, 
currently sitting 1.5 games out, while Ogden won its division in the first half and will 
start its Pioneer League playoff run against the Orem Owlz (L.A. Angels).  Finally, 
congratulations to the AZL Dodgers, who are the organization’s first league champion, 
beating the AZL Giants 4-2 to claim the Arizona League crown on August 31.   

SEE YOU AT THE CHAMPIONSHIP: While the Isotopes home schedule is 
finished, it doesn’t mean there won’t be more baseball at Isotopes Park in 2011.  
On Tuesday, September 20, Isotopes Park will be the site of the Triple-A National 
Championship Game, pitting the playoff champion of the Pacific Coast League against 
the playoff champion of the International League.  The game is merely the centerpiece 
of an entire day of fun, including a pre-game autograph session with Dodgers legends 
Steve Garvey, Ron Cey, and Bill Russell, a fleece blanket giveaway courtesy of Sandia 
Resort, and a post-game fireworks show!

TODAY’S START:  Randy Keisler makes the final start by an Isotope in 2011 coming off 
back-to-back dominant outings, the last coming on August 31 at Memphis when he tossed six 
shutout innings, allowing just five hits and one walk while striking out four.  The lefty did not 
get a decision, however, after Memphis tied the game in the eighth before Albuquerque finally 
prevailed 3-2 in 11 innings.  Has not allowed a run in 14.0 consecutive innings, a team high. 

Placed on the DL on August 12 (retroactive to August 11) with a strained right hamstring 
suffered in a start on August 10 vs. Salt Lake at Isotopes Park.  In the fourth inning of that 
contest, Keisler went to field a slow roller off the bat of Bees outfielder Jeremy Moore and 
strained his hamstring, forcing him from the game after pitching three-plus innings in which 
he allowed four runs on four hits while walking two and striking out three in a 10-7 ‘Topes 
loss, Keisler’s third in as many starts. Reinstated from the DL on August 21.    

Won four straight outings from June 6 to June 21,  a span in which he posted a stellar 0.38 
ERA (1 ER / 24.0 IP).  On June 21 vs. Oklahoma City, Keisler came on in the second in relief 
of the rehabbing Jonathan Broxton and delivered six shutout innings, allowing just four hits 
and two walks while striking out 10, the most punch-outs by a ‘Topes pitcher this year and the 
most by an Isotope in a relief appearance in franchise history.    

Earned his second win of the season on June 11 vs. Nashville when he allowed just one run 
on just four hits in a season-high seven innings while walking one and striking out six in a 5-2 
‘Topes win.  Also pitched a gem on June 6 at Round Rock when he tossed six shutout innings, 
allowing just six hits and a walk while striking out four in an 11-0 win, his first victory of the 
season.  

Earned PCL Pitcher of the Week honors for his back-to-back starts on June 6 and June 11 
in which he went a combined 2-0 with a 0.69 ERA (1 ER / 13.0 IP) while walking two and 
striking out 10.   

Strained his right groin and hamstring in a start on April 21 and was forced to leave the game, 
a 9-4 loss at Iowa, after just 2.2 innings.  Placed on the Disabled List on April 23.  Reinstated 
from the DL on May 24 and inserted into the Isotopes bullpen.  Made three relief appearances 
in which he posted a 3.38 ERA (2 ER / 5.1 IP).  

Roped a pinch-hit RBI double on April 18 in an 8-6 win at Oklahoma City.  
 
Signed a minor league contract with the Dodgers out of an open tryout at Spring Training on 
March 3 and joined the Isotopes as camp broke. 

2010: Split the season between two independent league teams and Laguna of the Mexican 
League... was 3-3 with a 3.98 ERA (19 ER / 43.0 IP) in seven starts for Laguna... pitched for 
Pensacola in the independent American Association, going 1-1 with a 4.91 ERA (6 ER / 11.0 
IP) in two starts... also spent time with Long Island in the independent Atlanic League, going 
5-0 with a 3.65 ERA (20 ER 49.1 IP) in eight starts... struck out 43 while walking just 18 in 
49.1 innings with the Ducks.  

CAREER HIGHLIGHTS: Pitched for Southern Maryland in the independent Atlantic 
League in 2009, going 2-2 with a 6.89 ERA (24 ER / 31.1 IP) in six starts. 

Signed a Minor League contract with the Minnesota Twins on January 11, 2008 but was 
released during Spring Training... signed on the Cubs and began the season with Triple-A 
Iowa, going 4-6 with a 3.14 ERA (23 ER / 66.0 IP) in 12 games (11 starts)... fanned 65 while 
walking 26 and allowed just four home runs in 66 innings... opted out of his contract on June 
10 and was signed by Baltimore.. went 2-3 with a 5.25 ERA (28 ER / 48.0 IP) in 10 games 
(nine starts) for Triple-A Norfolk... went a combined 6-9 with a 4.03 ERA in 20 starts between 
both Triple-A teams. 

Began the 2007 season at Triple-A Memphis and was recalled to the St. Louis Cardinals on 
April 9... made four appearances, three starts, for St. Louis before being optioned on April 
27... was 5-1 with a 2.52 ERA (11 ER / 39.1 IP) in six starts from June 10 to July 5... tossed 
six-plus innings on 16 consecutive starts from June 10 to September 2... recalled on July 27 
but optioned again on July 31... outrighted to Memphis on September 6. 

PERSONAL/MISCELLANEOUS: Randy Dean Keisler... was a 1994 graduate of Palmer 
(TX) High School after attending Navasota (TX) High School prior to his senior year... at-
tended Louisiana State University and was named to the All-Southeastern Conference College 
World Series Team as a junior.. spent his first two collegiate seasons at Navarro (TX) Junior 
College...  drafted by New York (AL) in the second round of the 1998 draft.
